SCHOLARSHIP NEWS:

Deadlines for scholarships are fast approaching.

Bensalem Police Benevolent Association
Scholarship Application is now in the Counseling Center. All
seniors who reside within Bensalem Township are eligible. 

The Samuel A. Green Scholarship Award Program
(https://www.samuelagreenscholarship.com) Interested
applicants should submit their essay, answering How will your college education help you to
make a substantial impact in your community? as soon as possible, for the chance to earn
one of 30 awards, ranging from $2,500-$10,000.  While the deadline on the website states
March 19, 2021, it has just been extended to Friday, March 26, 2021. 

Parx Casino will award $2,500 to two High School Seniors from our school who have
enrolled in an accredited College or University for the 2021-2022 academic year. Winners
receive a nonrenewable $2,500 scholarship.
Applicants Must:

Complete the 2021 Parx Casino Scholarship Application Form
Live in Bensalem
Submit an official transcript and documentation of cumulative GPA
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The students have a deadline of April 16, 2021, on the form to return the applications to the
Counseling Center. 

NAACP
The applicant must be a resident of Bucks County and must be a senior in high school with at
least a 2.5 weighted G.P.A. In addition, applicants must be applying to a four-year college or
university program, a two-year associate degree program or to a trade school.
Guidelines for applying are included in the application packet. This year, three scholarships of
$1,000 each will be awarded to deserving students. 

Pennsylvania School Counselors Association
This scholarship is open to high school seniors planning to attend post-secondary education.
Students must write about a School Counselor who has made a difference in their academic,
career and/or social/emotional development. The essay may focus on a current or previous
school counselor. Deadline to apply is April 2, 2021.
